Aut hor it y . 

2.1.03 Approved Producer A business enterpr ise or person holding a valid Cert ificate of 
Regist rat ion for:  

i)  The product ion of organically  produced agr icultural product s 
or 

ii)  The processing and/ or  m anufact ur ing and/ or preserving 
and/ or  packaging of organically produced agr icultural 
products. 

2.1.04 Certain products used 
in anim al nut r it ion 

Nut r it ional products w ithin t he scope of Council Direct ive 
82/ 471/ EEC of 30 June 1982 concerning certain product s used 
in anim al nut r it ion. 

2.1.05 Cert ificate of  
Com pliance  

A cert ificate issued under a separate ser ial num ber t o approved 
operat ors recognising t hat  t heir  operat ional procedures and 
pract ices for a given range of products having been assessed 
are in accordance wit h the Standards in this Cont rol Manual. 

2.1.06 Cert ificat ion Scheme  The Scheme  operated by the Cert ificat ion body  designed to 
cert ify conformi t y wit h t he operat ing procedures and standards 
as defined in t his Manual. 

2.1.07 Cert ify ing Author it y The Cert ify ing Aut hor it y is Defra (Departm ent  for  Env ironm ent , 
Food and Rural Affair s) . 

2.1.08 Com post ing The process whereby ma ter ials are ferm ent ed aerobically in 
order  to encourage the breeding of bacter ia and t o kil l of f weed 
seeds and pathogens. The heap should heat  up to a 
temp erature of at  least  60¡ C. 

2.1.09 Com pound feedst uffs Products as defined in Art icle 2(b)  of Direct ive 79/ 373/ EEC. 

2.1.10 Convent ional 
feedstuf fs/ feed 
ma ter ials 

Feedst uffs/ feed m ater ials not  produced in accordance wit h the 
rules of product ion specified in sect ion 7 of  this Manual. 

2.1.11 Detergents Subst ances and preparat ions,  w ithin t he me aning of Council 
Direct ive 73/ 404/ EEC of 22 Novemb er 1973 on the 
approxima t ion of t he laws of  the Memb er States relat ing t o 
detergent s, as last  ame nded by Direct ive 86/ 94/ EEC, which are 
intended t o be used for cleaning unprocessed crop product s,  
livestock and unprocessed livestock products which have been 
organically  produced. 

2.1.12 EN45011/ I SO65 I nternat ional cr it er ia established for bodies operat ing 
cert ificat ion syst em s for products and services, t o which all 
organic cert if icat ion bodies m ust  either be accredited or 
dem onst rat e that  their  operat ing system s are equivalent .

2.1.16 Genet ically  m odified 
organism (GMO)

genet ic m odificat ion referred t o in Art icle 2(2) ( I )  are inter alia:  

1. Recom binant  DNA t echniques using vector  system s as 
previously covered by Council Recom me ndat ion 82/ 472/ EEC;  

2. Techniques involv ing the direct  int roduct ion int o an organism 
of her it able m ater ial prepared out side the organism  including 
mi cro- inject ion, ma cro- inject ion and m icro-encapsulat ion;  

3. Cell fusion ( including prot oplast  fusion)  or hybr idisat ion 
techniques where live cells wit h new comb inat ions of 
her it able genet ic ma ter ial are form ed t hrough t he fusion of 
two or m ore cells by m eans of m ethods that  do not  occur 
nat urally .

Techniques referred to in Art icle 2(2) ( ii)  which are not  
considered t o result  in genet ic m odificat ion, on condit ion that  
they do not  involve the use of recomb inant  DNA mo lecules or  
GMOs, are:

Products as defined in Art icle 1(1)  of Council Direct ive 
92/ 74/ EEC of 22 Sept emb er 1992, widening t he scope of  
Direct ive 81/ 851/ EEC on t he approxim at ion of provisions laid 
down by law, regulat ion or  admi nist rat ive act ion relat ing t o 
veter inary  me dicinal product s and laying down addit ional 
prov isions on hom eopat hic veter inary me dicinal product s (OJ L 
297, 13.10.1992, p12) . 

2.1.21 Not  allocated 

2.1.22 I n-conversion 
feedingst uffs /  feed 
ma ter ials 

Feedingst uffs/ feed ma ter ials produced on land com plying with 
the rules of product ion laid down in sect ion 7 .3 that  have been 
through a conversion per iod of at  least  12 m ont hs.  

2.1.23 I ngredients The substances, including addit ives, used in t he preparat ion of 
processed agr icultural crop and livest ock products int ended for 
huma n consump t ion, prepared essent ially from one or mo re 
ingredient s of plant  or anima l or igin, as defined in Art icle 6(4)  of  
Direct ive 79/ 112/ EEC on t he approxim at ion of the laws of  the 
Mem ber States relat ing to t he labelling,  presentat ion and 
advert ising of  foodst uffs for  sale to the ult im ate consum er. 

2.1.24 I nspect or A person who holds a valid Cert ificate of Regist rat ion as an 
Approved I nspect or issued by the Cert ify ing Author it y . 

2.1.25 I nspect ion Service An independent  I nspect ion Service appointed, or operated 
direct ly,  by an Approved Body and approved by the Cert ify ing 
Aut hor it y or an I nspect ion Service appointed by t he Cert ify ing 
Aut hor it y t o carry out  inspect ions on it s behalf. 

2.1.26 I rregular it y See Non- comp liance 

2.1.27 I SO65 See EN45011. 

2.1.28 Labelling Any words, part iculars, t rade ma rks, brand name s, pictor ial 
ma t ter or sym bols appear ing on any packaging, docume nt , 
not ice, label, board or collar  accom panying or  referr ing to a 
product . 

2.1.29 Licensee An Operat or who has been granted a Cert ificate of Comp liance. 

2.1.30 List  of ingredient s The list  of  ingredients referred t o in Art icle 6 of Direct ive 
79/ 112/ EEC. 

2.1.31 Livest ock  product ion The product ion of dome st ic or dome st icated terrest r ial anim als 
( including insects)  and aquat ic species farm ed in fresh, salt  or  
brackish water. The products of hunt ing and fishing of wild 
anim als shall not  be considered as organic product ion. 

2.1.32 Logo The symb ol or ma rk of  conformi t y issued t o Licensees by the 
Cert ificat ion Body for use on product s registered wit h the 
Scheme . 
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2.1 Definitions of Terms - continued 

2.1.33 Manifest  I nfr ingeme nt  A ser ious and chronic failure of t he cont rol system s, which will 
result  or  has resulted in t he integr it y of  an organic product  
being comp romi sed.  These failures can include:  

i)  The repeated failure t o correct  previously ident ified non-
comp liances;  

ii)  The ident if icat ion of an unacceptable numb er of ma j or 
non- comp liances;  

iii)  The ma rket ing or mi slabelling of non- organic products as 
organic products;  

iv)  The subst itut ion of organic products wit h non- organic 
products t hrough t he failure t o m aintain adequate cont rol 
systems ;  

v)  The use of prohibited inputs, m ater ials or pract ices;  

vi)  The cont ami nat ion of  a product  by  pest  cont rol or  hygiene 
chemi cals t hrough the failure t o m aintain adequate 
cont rol systems . 

2.1.34 Market ing Market ing m eans holding or displaying for  sale, offer ing for 
sale, selling, deliver ing or placing on t he ma rket  in any ot her 
form . 

2.1.35 Nat ional Organic 
Program (NOP)  

A Cert ificat ion Program me  operat ing to addit ional Standards 
for operat ors supplying product  t o the United States, either  
direct ly or via processors export ing product s to the US, and 
which dem and products produced to the USDA NOP Standards 
[ See sect ion 1.2 & OF&G Technical Leaf let  208 Ð An 
I nt roduct ion t o t he Nat ional Organic Program me  (NOP)  for 
Processors] . 

2.1.36 Non-com pliance A failure t o observe the cont rol systems  specified in t his 
Cont rol Manual which ma y result  in the organic integr it y of  a 
product  or  a bat ch of  an organic product  being comp rom ised.  
This can include such failures as:  
i)  Poor record keeping such that  comp liance with the 

requireme nts of t his Cont rol Manual cannot  be 
dem onst rat ed;  

ii)  The failure to observe t he detail of t he product ion or  
processing St andards;  

iii)  The failure to obtain approval t o use rest r icted inputs,  
products or pract ices. 

2.1.37 Operator Anyone who produces, prepares,  st ores or  im ports from a t hird 
count ry,  w ith a view to t he subsequent  m arket ing thereof, 
products as referred t o in sect ion 5 , or who ma rkets such 
products. 

2.1.38 Organic-product ion 
unit / holding/ stockfarm  

A unit , holding or st ockfarm comp lying wit h the rules of t his 
Manual. 

2.1.39 Organically produced 
feedstuf fs/ ma ter ials 

Feedingst uffs/ feed ma ter ials produced in accordance with the 
rules of product ion laid down in t his Cont rol Manual.  

2.1.40 Part nership Programm e A Cert ificat ion Program me  operat ing to addit ional Standards 
for operat ors supplying product  t o processors registered with 
Soil Associat ion Cert if icat ion Ltd and who dem and products 
produced to t he Soil Associat ion Standards. 
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2.1 Definitions of Terms - continued 

2.1.41 Plant  Prot ect ion 
Products 

Products as defined in Art icle 2(1)  of Council Direct ive 
79/ 117/ EEC of 21 Decemb er 1978 prohibit ing t he placing on the 
ma rket  and use of plant  protect ion product s containing cert ain 
act ive substances, as last  ame nded by Direct ive 89/ 365/ EEC. 

2.1.42 Prepackaged foodstuff Any single it em as defined in Art icle 1 (3)  (b)  of  Direct ive 
79/ 112/ EEC. 

2.1.43 Preparat ion/  
Processing 

The operat ions of preserv ing and/ or  processing of agr icultural 
products ( including slaughter and cut t ing for livest ock  
products) , and also packaging and/ or  alterat ions ma de to t he 
labelling concerning the presentat ion of t he organic product ion 
me thod of the fresh, preserved and/ or  processed products. 

2.1.44 Processing -  Sim ple Sim ple Processing m ust  always be on a dedicated organic site. 
I t  is norma lly defined as where raw m ater ials are processed in 
such a way that  t raceabilit y and m ass balance are not  difficult  
t o follow for a Producer I nspect or .  For examp le:  
i)  Cleaning;  
ii)  Peeling, chopping and slicing;   
iii)   Packing ( including bought  in cert ified products)  eg box 

scheme s) ;  
iv)  Blending ( including bought  in cert ified products)  where the 

nat ure of t he product  is not  changed e.g. m uesli;  
v)  Processing of a single organic ingredient  where nature is 

not  changed e.g. flour mi lling;   
v i)  Sim ple butchery . 

2.1.45 Processing -  Com plex Com plex Processing is defined as where raw ma ter ials are 
processed in such a way t hat  t he nat ure, weight  or volum e is 
t ransforme d.  Comp lex processing will require audit  by a 
suitably qualif ied I nspector t o ensure comp liance with the 
standards.  For exam ple:   
i)  Cooking involving weight  loss( fry ing, baking, boiling) ;  
ii)  Dehydrat ion, re-hydrat ion, evaporat ion;  
iii)  Em ulsificat ion;  
iv)  Ferm ent at ion.  

But chery is regarded as a process and can be eit her Simp le or 
Com plex according t o the det ail of  the process. 

Abat toir s(  I ncluding poult ry slaughter)  are regarded as Simp le 
when dedicated organic or Com plex when not . 

2.1.46 Processing Ð On- farm  An on- farm processor , operat ing under  a producer  licence, is 
permi t ted to use bought - in organic or  permi t ted non- organic 
ingredient s required to process t he product s of the farm,  
prov ided that  such product s do not  exceed 10%  of t he 
comb ined pre-processing weight  of the ingredient s of 
agr icultural or igin. 

2.1.47 Product ion Any operat ions on the holding t hat  involve producing, packing 
and init ially  labelling as organic the agr icultural products from  
the holding. 

2.1.48 Registered Unit  A unit , or  part  of a holding or stockfarm  com plying with the 
rules of t his Regulat ion. 

2.1.49 Shareholder A paid up shareholder  who m ay or ma y not  be a Licensee.

2.1.50 Schedule ( t o the 
Cert ificate)  

The docum ent  accomp anying t he Cert ificat e of Com pliance 
which specif ies:  

i)  The cert if ied product ion enterpr ises and areas of  land for 
producers;  

ii)  The cert if ied processing enterpr ises and products for 
processors;  

iii)   The cert if ied product s, t he count ry of  or igin and the 
inspect ion body for t he im porters of products from Third 
Count r ies. 

2.1.51 Sim ult aneous 
Conversion (Sim con)  

The stat us of  a livestock enterpr ise t hat  begins it s organic 
ma nagem ent  at  the sam e t im e as t he grazing and forage land 
begins it s conversion.  Anima ls born under simu ltaneous 
conversion in accordance wit h the livestock product ion 
standards in sect ion 8 can be m arketed as ÔReared under 
Sim ult aneous ConversionÕ. 

2.1.52 Third Count ry A count ry which is not  a m em ber of t he European Union. 

2.1.53 UKAS Unit ed Kingdom Accreditat ion Service Ð The UK body 
responsible for accredit ing cert ificat ion bodies to 
EN45011/ I SO65 and cont racted by Defra in t he UK to assess 
Approved Bodies not  accredited with UKAS against  
EN45011/ I SO65.  

2.1.54 Use of  GMOs and GMO 
der ivat ives 

The use t hereof as foodst uffs, food ingredients ( including 
addit ives and flavour ings) , processing aids ( including ext ract ion 
solvents) , feedingst uffs, comp ound feedingst uffs,  feed 
ma ter ials,  feed addit ives, processing aids for feedingstuffs, 
certain products used in anima l nut r it ion ( under  Direct ive 
82/ 471/ EEC -  OJ L 213, 21 .7.1982, p. 8 . Direct ive as last  
ame nded by Direct ive 1999/ 20/ EC -  OJ L 80, 25 .3.1999, p20) , 
plant  protect ion products, veter inary m edicinal products,  
fer t ilisers, soil condit ioners, seeds, veget at ive reproduct ive 
ma ter ial and livestock .
